As part of their B’nai Mitzvah preparation, students must complete at least 13 hours of community service in the year preceding their Bar or Bat Mitzvah Date.  Students will document their activities on the online Community Service Log, which can be found on the b’nai mitzvah resource page. Please turn in a hard copy of the form for each organization where volunteer hours have been completed and turn in all the forms to the B’nai Mitzvah Director at least 3 weeks before the B’nai Mitzvah date. Students will have an opportunity to include a short paragraph about their experience volunteering in their D’var Torah/speech.
